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Abstrakt:

Gjaté periudhés sé punés sime si artiste grafike, kam pasur mundésiné té shpreh forcén e femrés pérmes artit. Pér mua, grafika ka gené njé mjet pér té
thyer kornizat dhe pér té sfiduar kufizimet qé shogéria, por edhe industria e artit, ka vendosur pér femrat. Cdo punim ka gené njé hap drejt lirisé dhe
njé ményré pér té shprehur vetveten si grua dhe si artiste, duke pérdorur forcén e artit pér té sfiduar té gjitha normat gé mé kané kufizuar. Grafika pér
mua ka gené shumé mé tepér sesa njé mjet krijues; ka gené njé mundési pér té shprehur botén time té brendshme dhe pér té thyer ¢do kufizim gé
éshté vendosur mbi gruan. Cdo skicim, cdo vepér ka qené njé pérpjekje pér té shkatérruar stereotipet dhe pér té krijuar njé hapésiré ku femra nuk
éshté thjesht objekt, por njé subjekt i fugishém gé ka té drejtén té jetojé dhe té shprehé gjithcka qé éshté. Teknikat gé pérdor kam mundur t'i formoj
pér té nxjerré né pah forcén dhe liriné qé ndiej ¢do dité né krijimtariné time.

Né ¢do punim timin, femra ka njé rol té veganté. Ajo nuk éshté thjesht njé figuré qé zé njé vend né njé kompozicion, por njé entitet gé transmeton
forcé, ndjenjé dhe liri. Kur krijoj, uné shpesh shpreh emocione dhe mendime qé lidhen me pérvoja personale, duke pérdorur pérmes grafikés figura té
femrés qé jané té fugishme dhe gé nuk pérmbahen nga kufizimet tradicionale. Kjo ka gené njé formé clirimi pér mua si grua, dhe njé mundési pér té
sfiduar ¢do ide té ngurté mbi rolin e gruas né shoqgéri. Né shumé raste, arti ka gené ményra ime pér té shkatérruar stereotipet gé shoqéria ka pér
femrén. Grafika ishte ajo gé hap pas hapi mé ka mundésuar té pérgendrohem né sfidimin e kétyre rregullave, duke paraqitur femrén si njé figuré qé
éshté e liré, e fugishme dhe qgé ka té drejtén té krijojé pa kufizime. Cdo linjé dhe ¢do Iévizje qé kam pérdorur ka pasur njé géllim té shkatérroj ¢do
koncept té vjetér qé e lidhi gruan me pasivitetin dhe kufizimet. Fillimisht, kam hasur véshtirési pér té pranuar se mund té isha njé grua dhe njé artiste e
fugishme né té njéjtén kohég, por grafika mé ka ndihmuar té ndértoj besimin né vetvete, dhe mé ka dhéné mundésiné té kaloj nga momentet e
déshtimit né njé ndjenjé té thellé fugie dhe lirie. Cdo punim i ri éshté njé hap mé afér shkatérrimit té kufizimeve dhe afirmimit té vetes time si grua e
pavarur.

Né fund, grafika ka gené dhe vazhdon té jeté njé pasqyré e rrugétimit tim personal dhe profesional. Puna ime ka gené njé ményré pér té kaluar pérmes
sfidave dhe pér té arritur njé formé lirie gé lidhet drejtpérdrejt me eksperiencat e mia si grua dhe si artiste. Uné besoj se femrat mund té vazhdojné té
sfidojné kufizimet dhe barrierat gé ekzistojné ende né art, dhe se arti éshté njé mjet i fugishém pér té pércuar mesazhe té ndryshimit dhe lirisé.
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Abstract:

During my career as a graphic artist, [ have had the opportunity to express the strength of women through art. For me, graphic has been a tool to break
boundaries and challenge the limitations that society, as well as the art industry, have placed on women. Each artwork has been a step toward freedom and
a way to express myself both as a woman and as an artist, using the power of art to challenge all the norms that have restricted me. Graphic, for me, has
been much more than just a creative tool; it has been an opportunity to express my inner world and to break every limitation imposed on women. Every
sketch, every piece of work has been an attempt to destroy stereotypes and create a space where women are not just objects, but powerful subjects with
the right to live and express everything they are. The techniques I use have allowed me to highlight the strength and freedom I feel every day in my

creativity.

In each of my works, women have a special role. They are not just figures occupying a space in a composition, but entities that convey strength, emotion,
and freedom. When I create, I often express emotions and thoughts linked to personal experiences, using the figure of women in my graphics who are
strong and not bound by traditional limitations. This has been a form of liberation for me as a woman and an opportunity to challenge any rigid ideas
about the role of women in society. In many cases, art has been my way of destroying the stereotypes that society has about women. My graphic work has
been a step-by-step process that has allowed me to focus on challenging these rules, presenting women as figures who are free, powerful, and entitled to
create without restriction. Every line and every movement [ have made has had a purpose: to destroy any old concept that associated women with

passivity and limitation.

At first, I had difficulty accepting that I could be both a woman and a powerful artist at the same time. But my work has helped me build self-confidence
and has given me the opportunity to move from moments of failure to a deep sense of power and freedom. Every new work is a step closer to breaking

down limitations and affirming my identity as an independent woman.

In the end, graphic has been and continues to be a reflection of my personal and professional journey. My graphic work has been a way to navigate
challenges and reach a form of freedom that is directly linked to my experiences as both a woman and an artist. I believe that women can continue to

challenge the limitations and barriers that still exist in art, and that art is a powerful tool for conveying messages of change and freedom.
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
