The first chapter presents the problem of the subject of music theory and harmony, which starts from the didactics of music theory
books, the lack of connection between the subjects. In Kosovo, since the beginning of music education, especially in the subject of
music theory and harmony, we have had problems regarding the definitive definition of the application of methods. Learning
methods in order to have the greatest efficiency in acquiring the many elements that this field contains. For this reason, | have
chosen the research topic: teaching methodology in the subject of music theory and harmony, to find the simplest method and the
most efficient method. Teachers do not explain the reasons behind things and use flowery language in explanation. In this chapter,
the goals and objectives of the subject of harmony are presented, as well as the disciplines of the subject starting from the musical
sound, the names of the sounds, the sound system up to the altered chords of the chromatic type.

The second chapter - the research study and analysis questions, are defined for a method that best reflects the aims of the study.
the study of the study is to promote a creative and efficient approach to teaching and learning in the subjects of Harmony in high
secondary schools of music in Kosovo. These are also the questions that this investigation seeks to answer.

Chapter Three — Study Methodology, in the chapter we will go through the study processes and find out the methods we have
chosen, what is the research measurement instrument that will be used, research methods and techniques, research methods,
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collection of data. In this chapter, it will analyze and describe the methods of the teachers of the upper secondary professional cycle
of music, in total there are 7 professional music schools in all of Kosovo.

To correct common problems in teaching the subject of music theory and harmony starting from the simplest to the most complex
and always trying to make connections with music in practice and find the method for the simplest practice that students to
understand and be more successful in learning this key music subject. During this research that we did in secondary music schools in
Kosovo for the subject of music theory and the subject of harmony, 7 schools and 7 teachers participated in this research. The
research method was semi-structured with a questionnaire and a physical interview with each professor of the Harmony course. The
results or percentages of this research were done with Google forms and the interview questions were transcribed as the teachers
wrote. During this research, as a problem, we have seen the lack of didactics for music theory, which is very similar to that of the last
century, and some of these schools teach music theory only from a few scripts. The connection of the theoretical part with the
practice is always used in some schools, but in some it is very difficult to connect the practical part because during this research we
also encountered some other problems which were not foreseen earlier that in some of the schools they do not have the piano
instrument in the harmony class since 7 years, which is foreseen as a problem in keeping the learning process effective.
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The most common method that is practiced in all schools is the unselected soprano or bass assignments, which are chosen together
with the students in the class.

The most efficient method for learning harmonic injuries is the mentioned statement and the harmonic connection with a projector,
listening to music and performing tasks on the piano instrument by the students themselves.

According to these studies, the difficulties faced by the students in the realization of learning is the very busy literature, which
according to the teachers for maintaining the discipline of harmony should be included in the subject curriculum up to the dominant
nonachord or diatonic alterations. Likewise, teachers from university professors whose entrance exam to the faculty is reduced,
because there are great demands, until the beginning of the lecture again from the beginning.

Importance of Choral Singing

Abstract

Among the fundamental questions that are posed to every researcher who wants to deal with the research of a certain phenomenon is:
what is the research for?

Music education, like any other subject, requires maximum dedication and commitment in the classroom. It should also be noted that
the encouragement of students for art must be done systematically, where we must contribute to their needs to keep up, so that they
become active participants, develop their intelligence by participating spontaneously and directly in artistic musical developments,
where the fundamental purpose is aesthetic formation and education.

Therefore, the purpose of this study is to identify the work of teachers in primary schools, which are the methods, strategies or ways
they use in developing motivation in students to keep the choir as a separate subject.

The broad problem has its origins in the teacher-student interaction, the mutual connection between school and family, i.e. the
obligations of the person in charge that each party has in the child’s education and training scheme.

This research report focuses on investigating the benefits of participating in music choirs.
The study surveyed individuals who were members of music choirs for at least a year, and individuals who had never participated in a
music choir.

The findings suggest that individuals who participate in music choirs demonstrate higher levels of social connectedness and
psychological wellbeing compared to those who have never participated in a choir. The study also found that choir participants
reported a higher sense of purpose and meaning in their lives as a result of their participation.
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The results of this study indicate that music choir participation can have a powerful positive influence on wellbeing and quality of life.
